Batson hospital averaged 9,000 admissions last year, and more than 150,000 youngsters were treated in its clinics and emergency room. Patients come from all of Mississippi's 82 counties as the victims of serious trauma or with life threatening or chronic illnesses such as cancer, cystic fibrosis, sickle cell anemia, hemophilia, congenital heart defects and many others.
